CHRISTIAN SYMBOL
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Tau Rho - This symbol of salvation is
composed of the Greek letters tau (T) and rho
(P). It was first used in ancient New Testament
manuscripts as an abbreviation for the Greek
word for “cross.” The symbol also seems to
visually represent Jesus on the cross.
